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Naming

· Name household and environmental objects. Use all situations to name objects.

· Name your child’s body parts as you help them dress or bathe; point to identical parts on yourself and later in pictures. Later ask your child to point to and name household items or body parts.
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Help your child look for similarities

· Your child must find all the chairs in the house – go around the house together. Also look through magazines and find pictures. Have your child look for other pieces of furniture or household items.
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Stimulation

Talk to your child and encourage them to make a verbal response.

· When in the car talk about “red light – stop”, “green light – go”, “get in” and “get out” of the car at home “open door”, “close door”, “light on”, “light off”. Keep what you are saying to 1-2 word sentences.
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Make a personal photograph album

Group the picture so that the immediate family come first, followed by grandparents, aunts, uncles etc. Encourage your child to tell about the book and identify or name family members.
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Look at animal books

Initially have your child point to the picture as you name it and make the sound. Later encourage them to join in making the sounds and naming animals. Also make other books by cutting out pictures from magazines. Choose pictures of objects that you know interest your child.
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Give them choices

Do not ask too many questions, rather name things that your child is looking at or playing with. Where possible ask them a choice question e.g. “do you want milk or juice?” they are more inclined to answer with a word than if you said “Do you want juice?” and they nod their head to indicate yes.
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Allow your child to fill in a familiar word

You say part of the sentence with a lively rising voice; for example:

“The cow says…………”

“This is a ……………...”
“Oh look at the ………..”
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Read simple nursery rhymes of songs

Encourage you child to join in.
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Encourage them to talk to people on the phone
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Join in your child’s play 

Comment simply using (1-2 word phrases) to name things or talk about what they are doing. Allow your child to guide the play activity.
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Action words

Play games stressing action words; make dolly jump, sit, sleep, eat, drink etc.
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Involve your child

To be alone at play is not always the best learning situation. Plan times when you can be involved in play. Also encourage them to be involved in your activities e.g. making beds, dusting, ironing etc. If you have them get your child to use miniature toys to copy what you are doing.
