All images must feature one or more adults aged 50 or over, being active. 
Only one image can be submitted per person or group.
All images should be submitted with a few lines highlighting how moving matters to you or your group.
Photographers must have consent from subjects within the image prior to submission to the competition.
All images should include individuals or groups of people who are 50 and over who reside within the Southern Trust area only. 
Photographs can be copied, modified, or distributed without asking permission from the creator / photographer.
Images will be shared and promoted across social media, websites, posters, display screens and flyers across agencies such as Trust, Public Health Agency, Councils and Community & Voluntary sectors as part of a regional/local physical activity campaign. 
Images of recognisable individuals are classed as personal data and will be treated as such. 
Images will be used in any and all media formats – print, online, social.
Images should be saved as a JPG file format with a maximum size of 10 megabytes.
